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German govt for improving Sindh police

The Sindh police and the Deutsche Gesellschaft für Internationale Zusammenarbeit (GIZ) jointly 
organised a course on the methods of instruction for instructors serving at police training centres in 

Saeedabad, Shahdadpur and Larkana. 
  
The closing ceremony of the course, which was held under the project ‘Capacity Development Support 
to the Sindh Police’, was held at a hotel in Karachi on Monday. 
  
The event’s chief guest, Sindh Additional Inspector General of Police (AIGP) Ghulam Hyder Jamali, 
addressed the participants and distributed certificates among the successful police officers. 

  
The GIZ is an international enterprise owned by the German federal government and supports the 

government in achieving its objectives in the field of international cooperation for sustainable 
development. 
  
As part of bilateral interests in supporting Pakistan’s criminal justice system, the GIZ has been 
commissioned by the German Federal Foreign Office (GFFO) to implement the Common Defence and 

Security Policy (CDSP) project for the Sindh police. 
  
The ‘Capacity Development Support to the Sindh Police’ is funded by the GFFO and aims at providing 
expertise and infrastructure development measures to the Sindh police. The objective of the CDSP 
project is to assist the Sindh police in increasing its professional competency. 
  

In pursuance of this aim, the CDSP project is assisting the police in conducting specialised courses at 
police training centres across Sindh. 

  
A comprehensive training programme has been chalked out whereby the GIZ and the Sindh police 
would jointly conduct the courses for all the police officers at the training centres. 
  
Over 2,000 police officers will take the courses this year. The training programme is the result of the 

foresight and vision of Sindh Inspector General of Police Iqbal Mehmood, AIGP Jamali and the 
dedicated efforts of the CDSP team. 
  
The following courses would be held under the CDSP training programme: methods of instruction; first 
responder; investigation; duty officer, moharir; station house officers; traffic enforcement, education 
and engineering; and forensics. 
  

In December last year the GIZ had organised two workshops for police officers on the importance of 
forensics and crime scene investigation. Over 500 police officers of the Sindh police had attended the 

workshops. 
  
The certificate distribution ceremony was attended by senior police officers of the Sindh police and 
other dignitaries as well as the management of the CDSP project. 
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
