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SUKKUR: The Centre for Research and Security Studies held a seminar on the topic, 
“Role of Media in Supporting Rule of Law”. The seminar was held at the Press Club in 
Khairpur on Tuesday. 
  
Qaiser Mahmood, a senior journalist and representative of CRSS, said that there had been a 

2002 Police Order and the 1861 Police Act. He said that people complained that there was no 
rule of law. 
  
He said that there was a legislative committee pertaining to law and order, but the committee 

had not held any meeting so far.Qaiser Mahmood said that print and electronic media had 
been highlighting loopholes in policing. 
  

He said that media could hold accountability of the institutions.Meanwhile, other speakers, 
including some journalists, said that the police department in Sindh had been politicized, and 
the police, instead of maintaining its writ, surrendered themselves before the political 
heavyweights and elected representatives. 
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
